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How Does Your Engine Run?


�How Does Your Engine Run is a group designed to teach children how to recognize their levels of alertness and its relation to behavior, learning and attention.  This program will help your child identify and further develop his/her self-regulation strategies.  Entertaining games and activities will be used to help your child develop their “tool-bag” of strategies to keep their “engine running just right”. Small group instruction will allow for individualized attention, peer interaction/support, and parent consultation.





How Does Your Engine Run is targeted to meet the needs of children who:


Are between the ages of 7 years to 9 years (or 2nd to 4th grades in September 2007).


Have difficulty with sensory integration and/or sensory processing.


Have difficulty sitting still to complete work, paying attention, and self-calming.





How Does Your Engine Run will be lead by an occupational therapist using the “Alert Program for Self-Regulation” by Mary Sue Williams and Sherry Shellenberger and “Tools for Students” by Diana Henry which are programs developed by Occupational Therapists to help children develop the strategies to calm and organize themselves.
