Chatter Matters is a therapeutic group that teaches individuals to think about others, monitor and alter their own behaviors, initiate and effectively communicate with others, and resolve conflicts. Michelle Garcia Winner’s social thinking curriculum will be utilized to teach children how to listen with their whole bodies, think with their eyes, understand small talk, and engage in conversation. Individuals will learn the WHY behind social interactions. Participants will have the opportunity to practice newly learned skills in the community. 





Chatter Matters is designed for children and teens diagnosed with an Autism Spectrum Disorder or related communication disorders who have average to above average intellectual abilities. Groups based on abilities and age. Small group setting will allow for parent consultation.  This group is appropriate for children and teens.
